| bought the car from Betty Hickey in the summer of 2006
with the intention of restoring it in the future. | retired in Octo-
ber, 2009. Working with a friend, we started the tear-down of
the 1936 C9 coupe (Serial No. 6607251) in February 2011
and have worked 2-4 days a week, 2-4 hours each ses-
sion. The coupe came apart with very few problems. We
learned that the car had been painted at least 3 times and
had 2 interiors installed after the original interior was removed
some time in the distant past. The mechanical areas of the
car had never been taken apart, though.

After the body was taken off (photo of me with chassis and
body ), the chassis was trucked 100 miles north to Phil Put-
nam for a complete rebuild in April, and a picture is at-
tached of his work begining its disassembly. The body has
gone to American Stripping, here in Sacramento, for soda-
blasting. All the things taken off the body have been to the
blaster and are returned to us already. There is very little

| hope to have the car ready to show at the 2012 Airflow
meet, if not before. Engine block is at the machine shop,
clutch parts have been rebuilt. Of course, Phil is doing a
great job. He is so thorough and such a craftsman.

The body has been soda blasted, will soon be etched and
primed and back to me in a short time. | have started to do
the needed body work on the pieces that came off the
body. Very little rust in body, two spots under the rear quar-
ter windows. On the other pieces, just a small area of rust on
the rearmost bottom of the driver's door and lower leading
edge of the driver's side rear fender, where the running board
attaches. With the body off the frame, the original Stone
Beige paint still intact in the engine bay. This should ease the
problem of matching paint. The firewall and the inner fenders
have some incorrect holes in them. On the passenger side of
the engine bay, the frame/body connection is cracked. The
bottom piece is in place under the original bolt. Funny that the
